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Activity 4 -Time To Play Your Baritone Horn

Warming Up Your Lips 

Start with some warm-ups - Buzz on the mouthpiece first; then play on your instrument: 

1. Begin by holding some long sounds for 4 beats – then try some 2 beat sounds and 1 beat sounds using 
your tongue to start each sound – (‘Da’).  

2. On your instrument, use the notes C (no valves – open), D (1st & 3rd valves) and E (1st & 2nd valves) 
3. Choose one of the notes (C, D, or E) and make up a rhythmic pattern  
4. Now mix the 3 notes up and see if you can play a simple tune (melody) 
5. When you make up a simple tune, this is called composing – have fun trying! 
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This week we are going to learn a piece called ‘Every Dog Can Catch’
